Basic requirements for abstracts for publication:
Your abstract for publication should contain no more than 1000 words, including 

graphs, tables and illustrations (maximum of three pages A-4).
1. The text should be typed in single spacing on A4 sheets with automatic break;
2. Margins: top, bottom - 2.0 cm, left, right - 2.5 cm;
3. Red line (indentation) 0.7 cm;
4. After the title of the article author's name and identifies the organizations they represent, and the addresses of these organizations by country and city should be given.
5.The orientation of text on the page - book.
6. Font: Times New Roman, size 13 pt;
7.The alignment of the main text of work - in width.
8. Images are available in black and white colors, they need to unload most of the inscriptions. Bulky labels should be marked with numbers or symbols, and decoding them to make captions. Binding captions, charts, tables, charts.
9. Formula entered in the text in compliance with the aspect ratio of upper-and lowercase letters. Letters in italics, and the Russian conventional direct-type, similar in name spelling of Greek letters is desirable to make the field (for example, ξ - "xi", ζ - "Zeta").
10. Tables should be typed one and a half interval. The tables in the form of photographic prints are not accepted. Tables are numbered accordingly in the text. Table number and title are indicated above the table.
